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8. Mag encoding support

Support for Magnetic encoding is provided using the linux ‘lpr’ command.
From within a ‘Terminal’ prompt mag encoding data for tracks 1/2/3 can be set as follows:

Ipr -P<PrinterName> -0"TRACK1_~1:<data>;"” -0"TRACK2_~2:<data>;"” -0"TRACK3_~3:<data>;"
<filename>

so an example to print a file ‘test.txt” with mag encoding would be:

Ipr -PMATICA_TECHNOLOGIES_MC310 -0"TRACK1_~1:123123123;"” -0"TRACK2_~2:23232323;" -
0"TRACK3_~3:34343434;" test.txt
